The Indian government decided to

demonetize the 500 and 1000 rupee notes, the two

biggest denomination notes. These notes accounted
for 86% of the country's cash supply. The
government's goal was to eradicate counterfeit
currency, fight tax evasion, climinate black moncy
gotten from money laundering and terrorist financing
activities, and promote a cashless ecconomy.
Demonetization has affected every Indian, but it has
hit the agricultural scctor the hardest. Agriculture in
India accounts for 50% of the workforce. Farmers,
who are the backbone of our national economy, were
severely affected by the note demonetization of which
invalidated 86% of India's currency. Most of them will
get loans from cooperative banks which now don't
have cash to supply them. So farmers cannot buy
seeds, fertilizers and other things required for farming.
It would take few weeks to solve this issue. Till that
time, farmers will find it difficult. Farmers generally
deal in cash and India is also largely a cash cconomy.
The cash transactions in this economy are far more
than the total number of electronic transactions done
on adaily basis.

So, withdrawal of money has put pressure on
the farmers and small and medium scale industrialist.
As this field is monetized through cash and they are
not so much tech savvy, so definitely they will be
facing great problem and thus there will be great
impact on the inflation rate of the country which was
down till now and now it will germ reversed., The
another are effect will be on the small and medium
scale enterprises as their mode of payment is cash and
the labor working in these firms germ daily wages
which is in cash.
