peech Recognition Technique
Falls Prey

to Secret Messages

You hear one thing, but the computer hears
other. What's going on here?

Two researchers from the University of
alifornia, Berkeley have exploited the technique
ymputers use to decode human speech to hide
essages inside snippets of audio. When translated by
speech recognition program like Mozilla's Deep
peech, the computer ends up transcribing the hidden
iessage instead of the sounds we hear.

\o You Hear What I Hear?

The method basically involves hiding a quiet
ample of the audio you actually want transcribed
fithin a different portion of audio. The “secret
lessage™ registers to humans as nothing more than a
it of background noise, but because of the way
Omputers process audio, they pick up on the hidd_en
Wio clearly. In a paper published to the pre-print
“tver the arXiv, the researchers describe how they
“re able to manipulate DeepSpeech every single
me they hid messages inside an audio sample.

%“
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It has to do with how machine lcarning
algorithms recognize speech, Considering the full
range of possible letter combinations that each audio
sample could potentially contain is prohibitively
difficult, so algorithms calculate what amounts to an
educated guess. An algorithm will map each bit of
audio it samples to a probability distribution of
possible letters and characters, and pick the most
likely. Training the algorithm on many different audio

samples is what lets it get good at guessing the correct
one,

Computer Vs. Human

The researchers are able to exploit this
system of educated guesses by creating audio that tips
the computer's decision in favor of the words they
want to be transcribed, instead of the message that it's
hidden inside. And, in a tactic similar to how
algorithms are trained, the researchers' program tries
out many different variations of the same audio sample
to match their message sonically to what we hear, even
ifthe words are completely different.

The researchers tested their work on 100
snippets of audio from Mozilla's Common Voice
dataset, and they say it worked every time. They were
even able to hide text inside audio with no speech, for
example, a snippet of classical music. And because
DeepSpeech samples audio many times a second, the
hidden text can be much longer than what's actually

Light Fidelity or Li-Fi is a Visible Light
smmunications (VLC) system running wireless
mmunications travelling at very high speeds. Li-Fi
s common household LED (light emitting diodes)
sht bulbs to enable data transfer, boasting speeds of
yto 224 gigabits per second.

The term Li-Fi was coined by University of
dinburgh Professor Harald Haas during a TED Talk
12011. Haas envisioned light bulbs that could act as
ireless routers.

Subsequently, in 2012 after four years of
ssearch, Haas set up company pure LiFi with the aim
o be the world leader in Visible Light
‘ommunications technology'. As we now know, Li-Fi
; a Visible Light Communications (VLC) system.
"his means that it accommodates a photo-detector to
eceive light signals and a signal processing element to
.onvert the data into 'stream-able’ content.

Working of Li-Fi

An LED light bulb is a semi-conductor light
source meaning that the constant current of electricity
supplied to an LED light bulb can be dipped and
dimmed, up and down at extremely high speeds,
without being visible to the human eye.

For example, data is fed into an LED light
bulb (with signal processing technology), it then sends
data (embedded in its beam) at rapid speeds to the
photo-detector (photodiode).

The tiny changes in the rapid dimming of
LED bulbs is then converted by the ‘receiver' into
Clectrical signal.

The signal is then converted back into a
vl'?]ary data stream that we would recognise as web,

exclusive use of visible light could halta mass uptake.

Li-Fi signals cannot pass through walls, soin
order to enjoy full connectivity; capable LED bulbs
will need to be placed throughout the home. Not to
mention, Li-Fi requires the light bulb is on at all times
to provide connectivity, meaning that the lights will
need to be on during the day.

Additionally, where there is a lack of light
bulbs, there is a lack of Li-Fi internet so Li-Fidoestake
a hit when it comes to public Wi-Fi networks. In an
announcement yesterday, an extension of standard
Wi-Fi is coming and it's called Wi-Fi HaLow.This new
project claims to double the range of connectivity
while using less power. Due to this, Wi-Fi HaLow is
reportedly perfect for battery powered devices such as
smartwatches, smartphones and lends itself to Internet
of Things devices such as sensors and smart
applications.

But it's not all doom and gloom! Due to its
impressive speeds, Li-Fi could make a huge impact on
the internet of things too, with data transferred at much
higher levels with even more devices able to connect
to one another.

Whois investing in Li-Fi?
In November 2014, Li-Fi pioneers pureLiFi

joined forces with French lighting company Lucibel to
launch Li-Fi enabled products.

PureLiFi already has two products on the
market: Li-Flame Ceiling Unit to connect to an LED
light fixture and Li-Flame Desktop Unit which
connects to a device via USB, both aiming to provide
light and connectivity in one device.

Plus, with faster connectivity and data
transmission it's an interesting space for businesses.
The integration of internet of things devices and Li-Fi
will provide a wealth of opportunities for retailers and
other businesses alike. For example, shop owners
could transmit data to multiple customers' phones

quickly, securely and remotely.

(timer)to 25 minutes

* work on the-task until the timer rings

* takeashort break(5minutes)

* Every four "pomodori" take a longer break (15to
20 minutes).

urgency and importance

A:tasks that are urgent and important
B: tasks that are important but not urgent
C:tasks that are neither urgent nor important.

Pareto-analysis

This is based on the 80-20 rule. This principle
is used to sort tasks into two parts. The idea is that 80%
of tasks can be completed in 20% of time. The
remaining 20% of tasks will take up 80% of the time
.The tasks that fall into the first category should be
given priority.

interface (HMI) is used to refer to the user interface in
a manufacturing or process-control system. In other
words, the HCI discipline investigates and tackles all
issues related to the design and implementation of the
nterface between humans and computers. Due to its
nature and goals, HCI innately involves multiple
computer science-related disciplines (image
yrocessing, computer vision, programming
anguages, and so on) as well as disciplines related to
uman sciences (ergonomics, human factors,
ognitive psychology, and so on). Research about HCI
yrimarily concerns the design, implementation, and
issessment of new interfaces to improve the
nteraction between humans and machines. The term
mprove can be related to several aspects, including
ntuitiveness of use and interface robustness.

An intuitive, natural, efficient, robust, and
ustomizable interface can greatly reduce the gap
setween a human's mental model and the way a
omputer, machine, or robot can accomplish a given
ask. Although studies about HCI date back to 1975,
ecent technological advances in consumer electronics
ave opened exciting new scenarios: gestures, hand
nd body poses, speech, and gaze are just a few natural
nteraction modes that can be used to design affordable

atural user interfaces (NUIS).

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In the early days of computer science,
designers and developers paid much less attention to
making hardware and software products usable or
"user friendly." Yet, requests from a growing subset of
users for easy-to-use devices eventually focused
researchers' attention on usability.

The International Standards Organi-
zation (ISO) defines usability as "the extent to which
a product can be used by specified users to achieve
specified goals with effectiveness, efficiency, and
satisfaction in a specified context of use." Thus,
usability defines a set of criteria such as efficiency,
safety, and utility, which are related mainly to
computer systems.

In the mid-1990s, another important concept
became associated with usability. User experience
(UX) focuses mainly on parameters related to the user:
satisfaction, enjoy ability, emotional fulfilment,
aesthetic appeal, and so on. The concept of UX has
been extended and better defined in some research
areas. For instance, web interface designers often
leverage the User Experience Honeycomb to
identify priorities in the design phase. The
honeycomb's seven hexagons represent parameters
that must be carefully balanced to provide users a
satisfactory quality of experience (QoE) by ensuring
that an interface is: useful, usable, desirable, findable,
accessible, credible, and valuable.

Understanding humans' mental models is
another important issue in HCI. Users learn and keep
knowledge and skills in different ways, often
influenced by their age as well as cultural and social
backgrounds. Thus, HCI studies aim to bridge gaps
between users and new technologies (which change
nowadays quicker than in the past). Efficient,
effective, and natural forms of HCI can reduce the skill
levels needed to use complex devices, thus potentially
reducing inequalities among people by helping to
address an issue in the "digital divide" — the gap
between those who have access 0 ICT ?echnologtes
and skills to make use of those technologies and those

who haveneith

er the access nor the skills.

Algebra

Algebra is the branch of Mathematics, it
emerged at the end of the 16" century in Europe , with
the work of Francois Viete. Algerbra can essentially be
co.nsidered as doing computations similar to those of
arithmetic but with non- numerical mathematical
objects. Until 19* century, algebra consisted
cssentially of the theory of equations. This article

describes the Algebraic expression and conceptual
stages of Algebra.

Algebraic Expression

Algebra did not always make use of the
symbolism that is now ubiquitous in mathematics. The

stages in the development of symbolic algebra are
approximately as follows:

> Rhetorical Algebra
> Syncopated Algebra
> SymbolicAlgebra

Rhetorical Algebra

Rhetorical algebra, which equations are
written in full sentences For Example: the rhetorical
form of x + 1=2 is “The Thing plus 1 equals 2. It was
first developed by the ancient Babylonians and
remained dominant upto the 16" century.

Syncopated Algebra

Syncopated algebra in which some
symbolism is used, but which does not contain all of
the characteristic of symbolic algebra. Fpr instance,
there may be a restriction that subtraction may be used
only once within one side of an equation, which is not
the case with symbolic algebra. Syncopated algebraic
expression first appeared in Diophantus Arithmetica
(3" century AD) followed by Brahmagupta's Brahma
Sphuta siddhanta (7" century ).

SymbolicAlgebra

Symbolic algebra in which full symbolism is

used . Early steps toward this can be seen in the
of several Islamic Mathematicans syc,
Banna (13"-14" century) and j.

Geometric Stage

This dates back to the
Babylonians and continued with the Greeks and was
revived by Omar Khayyam.

Static Equation —Solving Stage

Static Equation solving stage where the
objective is to find numbers satisfying certain
relationships. The move away from geometric algebra
takes back to Diophantus and Brahmagupta, but
algebra didn't decisewly move to the statis — eqation
solving until Al- khawarizmi's Aljabr.

Dynamic-function Stage

Dynamic function stage where motion is an
underlying idea. The idca of a function began with
Sharaf-al-Din-al-Tusi but algebra did not decisively
move to the dynamic function stage unt3il Gottfried
Leibniz.
